CPS ISIR Data Mart

Description:  Beginning in 2004-2005, an ISIR Datamart will be implemented.  The attached describes the basic design and use of the data mart.  Basic requirements include the following:

Summary

All ISIR transactions will be loaded into the data mart with updates made after every batch compute run.

Users will have the option of receiving daily ISIRs or retrieving them from the data mart with the default being daily ISIRs.

Only the DPA will have authority to run queries against the data mart.

Query variables have been defined as described in the attached specifications.

A query must be completed before the next query can be submitted.

ISIRs will be sent through SAIG with separate message classes for daily and requested ISIRs.

There will be no limit on requesting the same ISIR multiple times.

NSLDS data stored in the data mart will be transaction specific.

 ISIRs will automatically be sent to users in a separate message class if the EFC has changed, the SAR C flag has changed, or the transaction is system generated.

Users submitting Federal Data Requests (FDRs) will submit a list of SSNs for which transactions will be retrieved from the data mart.

List of query options has been clarified to include definitions for each.

Description of the edits that will be performed for mutually exclusive combinations of query variables has been added.

Queries will be run on a daily basis.


Specifications have been added to allow authorized ED users to make school, state, and FDR type requests from the data mart.

Message classes for ISIR output files updated.

Specifications have been clarified to include setting of the Multi School Code flag based on the destination point’s status in the PM file.

CPS ISIR Datamart (specifications)

With start up of the 2004-2005 processing system, CPS will implement an ISIR data mart.  A data mart is a copy of transaction data specifically structured for querying and reporting.  The ISIR data mart will store all ISIR data generated by the CPS for its retrieval from or distribution to schools, state agencies, and other authorized users.

Loading of Datamart

All transactions generated by Compute will be stored in the data mart.  Updates will be made after every batch compute run (daily).  All data stored, including NSLDS data, will be transaction specific.

Datamart Queries

The same requirements will be used for retrieving ISIRs as are currently used for sending ISIRs, i.e. the school or state must be listed on the transaction to retrieve the ISIR, or a list of SSNs is provided by users submitting Federal Data Requests (FDRs).  Authorized Department of Education staff will have the authority to submit school, state, and FDR type requests to retrieve ISIR records.  These requests will be limited to up to three school codes, one state code, or up to 10,000 SSNs per request. 

All users will be authenticated through FAA Access against PIN and Participation Management information as they are currently.  Only the Destination Point Administrator (DPA) will have authority to set up options for data mart queries.

FAA Access will be used as the interface for schools and state agencies to the ISIR data mart.  Several options will be provided for selecting and retrieving ISIRs from the data mart.  Options identified for defining queries to select ISIRs include:

1. SSN/Name ID 

2. Date range for process date, receipt date, or date completed

3. Transaction number  (first, last, all, specific, or greater than X)

4. Eligibility status (Pell Eligible (Pell Eligible Flag = Y), Ineligible (Eligibility Indicator = N and Pell Eligible Flag not = Y), or Rejected (Eligibility Indicator = R))

5. Grade level range (0-7)

6. Institution code(s)

7. Destination point (required)

8. Dependency status (Dependent or Independent)

9. Veteran status (Veteran Status is Yes and VA Match Flag is not 2 or 3)

10. State of legal residence or state of college choices 

11. EFC Range (00000-99999)

12. Verification status (Selected (Verification Flag = Y or *) or Not Selected (Verification Flag = N or blank))

Combinations of the above variables can also be used in creating queries.  A user may also submit a file of SSNs that includes a transaction number associated with each SSN.  By using this option along with transaction number greater than X and the process date, the user could submit a query on a regular basis to retrieve any new transactions for records that they have already processed.

Edits will be performed to prevent users from entering mutually exclusive combinations as follows:

a. Eligible and EFC greater than 3850

b. Rejected and any EFC range

c. Dependent and Veteran status of Yes

d. SSN file submitted with transaction numbers and Transaction Number option selected

Queries may be set up to run immediately or on a future date.  A query must be completed successfully or cancelled before the next query can be made.  The last query entered will be captured on the entry screen so the user will see it when they come back to check on the status of the query or to submit a new query.  

Generation of ISIR Files

Users will have the option to receive ISIRs daily through SAIG as they currently do, or to retrieve them from the data mart and will choose one or the other for their routine ISIRs.  The Participation Management system will be used to specify their choice and they may change their option when needed.  The default option for users that do not specify one will be daily ISIRs, which will be sent to users in message classes IDAP05OP, IDCO05OP, IDSA05OP, IDRE05OP, and IDNR05OP.  

Queries will be run daily against the data mart and files of requested ISIRs will be generated.  These files will be transmitted through SAIG to the destination point in message class ISRF05OP and must be retrieved within 14 calendar days or the files will be deleted.  Users will be given the expiration date when the query is processed. 

The ETI flag for the school/destination receiving the ISIR will be included on the ISIR record in the transaction ETI field.  In addition, the ETI flag for each of the six-school choice fields will be moved into the corresponding position in the Multi School Code Flags field on the ISIR.  If the ISIR is being sent to a destination point that services multiple schools listed on the record, the transaction ETI flag will be blank but the Multi School Code flags will indicate the type of ISIR that should go to each serviced school based on the destination point’s status in the Participation Management file at the time the ISIR record is generated.

 There will be no limit on requesting the same ISIR multiple times.  

Some ISIRs will automatically be sent to institutions whether they have requested them or not.  These will be sent in message classes IGCO05OP, IGSA05OP, IGRE05OP, and IGNR05OP on a daily basis.  The CPS Pushed ISIR flag will be set in Compute to identify these transactions and the following criteria will be used:

· EFC Change flag is set

· SAR C flag changes between correction and transaction being corrected

· Transaction is system generated (Postscreening, Secondary Confirmation, reprocessing, etc.)
